Shortly, I shall be starting an RCIA group (Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults). The purpose of the group is to offer formation to three categories of people:


Catholics who have not received: First Holy Communion, First Confession or Confirmation.


Christians of other denominations who wish to be received into Full Communion with the Catholic Church.


Those who have never been baptised.


This is a very important part of our mission as a parish. In order for such a course to run effectively, I need help:
