St Luke was a physician and probably Greek. He was converted by St Paul whose fellow worker he became. Although he did not meet Our Lord, he diligently gathered details of his life from the other Apostles. He travelled with St Paul to Macedonia, Philippi and eventually Rome.





St Luke’s symbol is the Ox, taken from the vision of Ezechiel as the animal of sacrifice. This is because his gospel is seen as the gospel of mercy and redemption through the shedding of Christ’s blood in the priestly sacrifice on the cross. St Luke’s Gospel opens with the 


account of Zachary offering sacrifice in the temple. The parables he


uses, the prodigal son and the Good Samaritan, are those which show the wounds inflicted by sin and the healing mercy of the ‘Physician of Our Souls.’ and he alone describes the sweat of Our Lord’s Blood in the agony in the garden. 





Nothing for certain is known about his death. It is said he was martyred in Greece at the age of 84.


Tradition also claims he was an artist and an early legend says he painted a portrait of Our Blessed Lady.
