On Thursday we will celebrate the feast of St Mary Magdalen. We know very little of her early life; the gospel simply tells us that she was a sinner (Luke 7,35-50.) We are told she entered the house of a Pharisee where Our Lord was eating and there washed his feet with her tears, wiped them away with her hair and then anointed them with perfume. When the Pharisees complained that she was a sinner Our Lord rebuked them saying ‘There was once a creditor who had two men in his debt. One owed him 500 denarii, the other 50, neither could pay so he cancelled both their debts. Which one would be most grateful?’ Simon answered, ‘The one who was forgiven most’. ‘You are right Jesus replied’. Then he turned to Mary and said, ‘Her many sins are forgiven, because she has loved so much’. 





In the version of this story in St Matthew’s Gospel, (Matt 26, 6-13.) Our Lord goes on to say ‘She has anointed my body for its burial. Wherever the gospel is preached, what she has done shall be told in memory of her’.





Mary Magdalen stood with Our Lady and St John at the foot of the cross, and accompanied his body to the tomb. It was to her that Our Lord made his first appearance on Easter Sunday Morning and she had the honour to announce his resurrection to the world. 





St John Chrysostom who lived in the fourth century said of Mary Magdalen ‘…and so it is wherever you go you hear her praises sung - in Persia, in India, in Britain’.





No woman after Our Blessed Lady, has been so glorified and blessed through all generations as ‘The woman who had been a sinner’.
