Blessed William Way.





On the 23rd September 1588 in Kingston, a priest called William Way	 was hung drawn and quartered for the Catholic Faith. 





William was born in the West Country; he like many young men at the time went secretly abroad to train for the priesthood. He was ordained at Laon in France on the 18th September 1586. On the 9th December that year he returned to England were he began his priestly ministry. In June the following year he was arrested and imprisoned in the Clink Prison in London. He was tried at Newgate in September 1587 by the Bishop of London and found guilty of being a Catholic Priest.
