St John The Baptist   Thursday is the feast of the Birthday of St John the Baptist. Usually we celebrate a saint’s feast on the anniversary of their death, because that is the day of their re-birth to eternal life. However with John the Baptist, we are told in St Luke’s Gospel that he was sanctified in his mother’s womb before he was even born. 





His parents were St Elizabeth, Our Lady’s cousin and Zachary a priest of the Temple. We are told that they were ‘Just before God, walking in the Commandments and without blame’. However they were childless and as they were both advanced in years, assumed to be too old to have children. The gospel tells us that Zachary, while officiating in the Temple, received a vision from an Angel telling him that he would have a son and he was to call him John. The child would be great before the Lord and filled with the Holy Spirit even while in his mother’s womb.  Zachary for a moment doubted that this could happen, because both he and his wife were old. Because of this momentary doubt he was told he would be struck dumb until the child was born.





As the angel had told him, Elizabeth did conceive and bear a son. When the time came for him to be named, his relations said he should be called Zachary after his father. Elizabeth said ‘No he was to be called John’. The relations questioned this; they said there is no one in the family of that name. They turned to Zachary and asked him. He called for a writing tablet and wrote, ‘His name will be John’ and that moment his speech returned.





John the Baptist is honoured as one of the greatest saints of the Church. He is referred to as ‘The last of the prophets’, the last of those holy men who foretold the coming of Christ, but he himself saw and knew Our Lord and he had the honour to baptise him. Many thought that John was the Messiah himself, however John always pointed them to Our Lord, the one of whom he said he was unfit to untie the strap of his sandal.





From the earliest times his name has been mentioned in the list of saints in the Canon of the Mass and until the changes in the liturgy after the Second Vatican Council, his name was also mentioned in the Confiteor at the beginning of the Mass .
