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the new parish council

On Tuesday evening, I had a very fruitful meeting with the previous Parish Council. I should like to express my thanks to them, on behalf of the whole parish, for their dedication and work over the years. 

I now wish to propose to the parish, that a new Council be established for a period of one year renewable, made up of the members of the previous Council and any others who wish to apply to be members. The names of additional members will be presented to the Council and admitted to membership based on the Council’s need at this time of the qualities & gifts of the proposed individual. 

If you are interested in taking on a greater leadership role in the parish, then please come and see me. As you will appreciate, I do not want the Council to become too big, as it is then in danger of becoming unmanageable or, even worse, just a talking shop.

what is a parish council?

A parish council is the parish priest’s advisory body. It is composed of practicing Catholics who are dedicated members of the parish. The members form a representative cross-section of the parish. They do not represent the parish; in Canon Law, this is the function of the parish priest. The members, seeking the good of the parish and the mission of the Church, support the priest, and in collaboration with him, propose, initiate and lead various religious and social activities in the life of the parish. While the members will not be the only people taking up leadership roles in the parish, they should assist the priest in identifying the gifts of the priesthood of all believers so that new ways of proclaiming the Good News and sanctifying the world might be found. All members must profess the Catholic faith in its fullness as defined by the Magisterium, be in communion with the diocesan bishop, Archbishop Michael Bowen, and through him with Our Holy Father Pope John Paul II and those in communion with him. Members are freely appointed and removed, for a just reason, by the parish priest.

will the parish Council be the only means of consulting the parish?

On minor issues, the parish will be consulted through the newsletter or other such medium. More important matters will be discussed in a parish assembly - to which every member of the parish will be invited. If a matter is of major import, after discussions with the parish council, a proposed means of consultation will be recommended to the parish. If the parish is happy with the recommendation then the process will begin. What is important is that people are heard, and that alternatives are considered. In order for a parish to grow, sensitivity and respect for each other – what Our Lord referred to as Love of your neighbour – is essential. 

who are the members of the new council & how does it work?

The parish priest is not a member of the council, as it is an advisory body to him. As with all parish activities the Parish Priest acts as president. The council members, by a secret ballot, nominate one of their members as Chair. The parish priest having received the nominations appoints the Chair who in turn appoints the vice-chair and any other officers. Meetings are called by the parish priest and are never held without his knowledge and or consent. The Chair can appoint sub committees or working groups, which can be made up of non-members of the council. At present the proposed members of the council are:
