  and Jude





Simon, not to be confused with Simon Peter was a 


Galilean and one of the first of the Apostles called 


by Our Lord. Nothing about his early life is known 


and the Evangelists only describe him as ‘Zealous’. 


Armed with this zeal he went forth to combat unbelief and sin.





St Jude, was also an Apostle and the brother of St James the less. St Jude was also called Thaddeus, meaning ‘Brave’. In his writing, he warns all who disturb the unity of the Church to beware of God’s judgement. He goes on to encourage all people to build their lives based on faith, to continue to pray to the Holy Spirit, keeping themselves in the love of God, waiting for his mercy, with the vision of eternity always before them.





It is believed that after Pentecost, Simon went to Egypt and Jude to Mesopotamia. They then met in Persia where they were both martyred.
