parish building work

The current presbytery in Maple Road was purchased back in 1967 by my predecessor Canon Grady. At that time, there were three resident priests, making a large property both suitable and appropriate. Today, it seems inappropriate to retain a ten-bedroom house sat in just under ¼ of an acre for just one priest! The cost of maintenance and repair is beyond the current income of the parish. I have looked at various alternative ways of using the site and shared ideas with the parish council and the finance committee as well as many parishioners.

My conclusion is that it is both in the financial and future interest of the parish to sell the Maple road site. With this in mind, I have now submitted a planning application for the site, which if approved, would enable us to sell the site with planning permission and gain the maximum value for the site. 

My long-term plan is to extend the small hall next to the Church and incorporate a priest’s flat above the new hall. There would be no changes to the front façade of the hall. What is now the small hall would become meeting rooms and offices and there would a proper toilet block with disability access and facilities for parents with young children etc. This is all still subject to planning permission, approval by the Archbishop and of course a period of consultation with the parish looking at plans. What I hope we will achieve is a more centred parish with the Church, hall and priest all on one accessible site. 

I am in the process of purchasing a small house which will serve as an interim presbytery for a couple of years until the development of the Church site, all going well. The Archbishop has approved the purchase of the new presbytery and has kindly agreed to loan the parish £398,000 to buy the house. This will be repaid to the diocese when we sell the Maple road site. The remainder of the money from the sale of the site will then be ploughed into the Church site to get the maintenance, repairs and building work underway; major fundraising will still be needed. 
It is still my intention to retain the Claremont Hall. The usage of the hall is something that we will need to review in the not too distant future. A facility such as the Claremont Hall should not only be self financing it should be providing an income for the parish. 

As with all plans, only the Lord knows what will happen. I gladly place them in His hands and under the protection of St. Raphael our holy patron and Mary our Blessed Mother. 
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gift aid





Gift aid is a scheme whereby donors, who must be UK taxpayers, sign a declaration allowing the parish to claim back the tax on the money given.
