The Tyburn Walk





Next Sunday the 95th Annual Tyburn Walk will take place in London. This annual procession through the streets of London commemorates the last journey of the Martyrs who died for the Catholic faith at the Tyburn Gallows during the Protestant Reformation. The procession will start from the Churchyard of St Sepulchre’s Church, opposite the Old Bailey, at 2.30pm and conclude with Benediction of the Blessed Sacrament at the Tyburn Convent, near Marble Arch at 6pm. 





In the 16th century Fr Gregory Gunne was executed at Tyburn for saying Mass. Before he died, he proclaimed to the crowds gathered around the scaffold, ‘The day will come when a religious house stands on this site’. In 1903 the Benedictine Adorers of the Sacred Heart founded a convent at the site and from that day there has been perpetual adoration of the Blessed Sacrament there and prayer for the conversation of England.

This week the Church celebrates the feasts of two great saints, St Catherine of Siena and Pope St Pius Vth.





St Catherine lived in the 14th century in the Italian city of Siena. From the age of about six she was determined to become a nun. Despite her pleas, her parents would not allow it and tried to marry her off to a young man they had chosen, Catherine refused. She was then made to work as servant in her parent’s house. Eventually realising that nothing they could do would change her mind, her parents gave in and Catherine became a nun. She was renowned around the city for her love of the poor and sick. 





The rich and powerful also sort her advice. She was asked to go to Avignon in France where the Pope was living in exile, with a delegation from Florence and while she was there she persuaded the Pope to come back to Rome. 





Before her death, like St Francis of Assisi and Padre Pio, she received the stigmata, the wounds of Our Lord on her hands and feet. 





She died in Rome on the 29th April 1330.





St Pius was pope from 1566 - 1572 whilst he was pope; he gave vast sums of money to the poor, he visited the sick and dying, he embraced lepers and washed the feet of beggars. It is said that the sight of him bandaging the feet of man covered in ulcers caused the conversion of an English Protestant nobleman.





He instituted many reforms in the church, particularly amongst the clergy, for instance, insisting that bishops should live in their own dioceses. Pius was also responsible for codifying the existing rites of mass into a single Roman Missal that was virtually universally used in the western church up to the 1960’s





He died on the 1st May 1572 and is buried in the Basilica of St Mary Major in Rome.





Next Sunday is World Day of Prayer for Vocations. There will be a second collection for Ecclesiastical Education taken at all masses.
