The Statue of St Joseph, which for the last couple of years has been at the back of the Church by the Baptismal Font, has been returned to it’s niche above Our Lady’s Altar. The statue had to be taken down as the niche had become unsafe and work needed to be carried out on the supporting wall





The statue is part of a set of six that were made by a German company called Mayer & Co. This company made the finest religious statuary of the 19th Century and experts claim the statues here at St Raphael’s are of the finest quality. 





They were installed in the church as part of a redecoration scheme in 1870’s, at the same time as the present pews in the central aisle, the floor tiles and Our Lady’s Altar. 





This refurbishment of the church was due to the generosity of Edward Raphael the nephew of Alexander Raphael, our founder. The church had passed to him after Alexander’s death in 1850. He died in 1888 and is buried in the crypt beneath the church along with Alexander Raphael and other members of the family. 





We thank Almighty God for the generosity of the Raphael Family 	who have left us such a beautiful church, and pray for the 	repose of their souls.
