On Tuesday we celebrate the feast of the two great pillars of the Church, Saints Peter & Paul. Peter, the rock on which Christ founded the Church. He was the apostle to whom was entrusted the supreme government of the Church: ‘I will give you the keys to the kingdom of Heaven. Whatever you bind on earth will be bound in Heaven, whatever you loose on earth will be loosed in Heaven.’ That promise made to Peter has been passed from him to all his successors and that charge today is borne by Pope John-Paul II.





Paul was the first great writer and theologian of the Church. He was a man of great learning and passion. With great passion he persecuted Christ and then, following his conversion, he preached Him with equal passion. His letters, which make up most of the epistles in the New Testament, are some of the most profound Christian texts ever written and certainly the most read letters in history. 





Both Peter and Paul are especially venerated in Rome where they both preached and eventually died.





It is particularly fitting that on this feast day Our Archbishop, Kevin McDonald, will receive from the Holy Father his Sacred Pallium. The Pallium is a small white woollen band decorated with four crosses that is worn over the shoulders. It is worn by the Holy Father, Patriarchs, Primates and Metropolitan Archbishops as a symbol of their full authority and unity with the Pope and the See of Peter.





The wool comes from two lambs which are presented each year on the feast of St Agnes. The night before the ceremony, the Pallium will be laid on the tomb of St Peter under the High Altar of St Peter’s Basilica and it will remain there until the following day when the Holy Father will go down and pray before the tomb. After this he invests the Archbishop with the Pallium.





Let us pray especially for our Archbishop today, that he will always be strong in faith and united to the Holy See.
