architect & surveyors report

I have now received a joint report from the architect & surveyor, on our three sites: St. Raphael’s Church, Claremont Hall and the Maple Road Presbytery. As our school, St. Joseph’s, comes under a separate trust deed, the diocese deals with schools separately, even though outside of school hours the use of the premises is determined by the agent (the parish priest) of the Trustees (the bishops of the diocese) and not by the governing body of the school. 

I have placed copies of the report in the sacristy should you wish to read it. In short, all three sites are in urgent need of essential major repairs.

As a parish, we are very blessed to have such a beautiful Church in such a prime location. I am aware that we need to look at providing car parking space, particularly for the elderly and infirm who are unable to walk very far. We currently provide no disabled access or washroom facilities for those in wheelchairs. We have no baby changing facilities and the adult facilities are far from desirable. These are just a sample of some of the issues, which we as a parish need to address 

I am keen to listen to your ideas and suggestions about the three sites and then formulate a plan of action, which could be spread over two to three years. I would then discuss the viability of the plan with the parish finance committee. If the committee think it feasible, I should then present it to the parish council for discussion and or alteration. The proposal would then be presented to the parish. If the parish approves of the plan, we would then need to petition His Grace the Archbishop for permission to proceed. His Grace has many professional advisors, who would assess the overall feasibility of the plan.

In order to embark on a process such as this, we need to retain focus as a parish. This is our parish and each one of us has a duty before God, to use our gifts and talents to facilitate the spread of the Gospel of Jesus Christ and the good of His Holy Church. While we need to provide appropriate facilities for the members of our parish, we should not become too introspective. We have a duty to the students in our University, to the wider community and maybe particularly to young women who, finding themselves pregnant and having no one to turn to, contemplate terminating the life of their child already growing and being nurtured in the womb. As Catholics, we believe and defend women’s rights. Unlike our secular society, we believe those rights begin when a women is first conceived in her mother’s womb and not after 

she is born!

Enclosed offerings will be added together and for every £5, Mass will be offered for the Holy Souls.

Whenever you pass a cemetery or a hearse, (men should remove their hats) stop, bow your head, make the sign of the cross and say a prayer. Just as we can help the Holy souls with our prayers & Masses, they can help us by offering up their sufferings for our intentions.
