			St Francis of Assisi,


Was born at Assisi in Umbria around 1181 of wealthy parents. At the age of 20 he went to fight in a local war against the Perugians. The Assisians were defeated and Francis was 


captured and imprisoned. On his	release he returned to his home


 	where he planned to take up again his life of pleasure and ease. 





After his return to Assisi he had a dream in which a voice asked him, ‘Which is better – to serve the servant or to serve the Lord?’ He  answered ‘To serve the Lord of course.’ ‘Then why do you make the servant your master?’   





Francis realised that this meant his life up to this point had been dedicated to service of money and himself and not God and the needy.  





He suddenly noticed that there were other people in Assisi who were not great and wealthy, but poor and needy. He gave away all he owned and dedicated the rest of his life to the sick and poor. 





Gradually others joined him and they formed the Friars Minor or Little Brothers. 





Above all things Francis believed that Christians must show themselves Christians by their love. It was he who introduced the Christmas Crib to illustrate how ‘Love came down at Christmas’.





In 1224 whilst on a mountain praying, he had a vision of an angel carrying a cross, when it vanished; Francis found that on his own hands, feet and side now bore the wounds of Christ. At last his prayers to more like his master had been answered. 





He died on the 3rd October 1226 and was canonised only two years later by Pope Gregory lXth .
