Q1
Does the Sunday collection go to the priest?

A
No. The Sunday collection belongs to the parish and is administered by the priest on behalf of the parish. From the collection all bills and works connected with the parish are paid for. As the priest does not earn a salary the collection also pays for the priest’s food and house. However, the priest has to pay tax on all benefits connected with his office.

Q2
If the priest does not receive a salary how does he live?

A
The major source of a priest’s living comes from the Christmas and Easter offerings. During the rest of the year, it comes form the kindness of the people. No one becomes a priest to become a millionaire. Most priests would give any money, which they do not need, to the poor or other worthy charities. Very often a priest would no of another priest who is struggling and so would offer support.

Q3
Is the support of the Church & the clergy a duty or a right?

A
It is a duty which comes as one of the rights of baptism. Through baptism we share in the mission of the Church - to spread the Good News throughout the world. We have right to be part of that; it is not solely the priest’s domain. It is our duty to do all that we can to assist the Church in her mission and to support the priests who have given up everything to serve us. 

Q4
So how much should we put into the collection?

A
Nothing, if it is not done with love for Our Lord & the Church. When we do give, it should be a reasonable portion of our wealth as a sign of our gratitude to God for what he has given us. If we think nothing of buying new clothes or going out for meals to nice restaurants and then simply chuck a few coins in the plate on a Sunday, we have missed the point. I repeat, it is better not to bother. It would be like a man throwing a few leftovers from his meal at his wife and then saying: ‘she should be grateful, I don’t want to waste good food.’ That would not be love, in fact it would be better if he gave her nothing, then she would be spared the insult and he could go to another table to eat!

Q5
If a parish were to sell some property does the money go the bishop?

No. The parish is an autonomous juridic person. All parish assets in Church law belong to the parish. If parish property were sold all of that money remains the property of the parish. The bishop could prohibit the parish from spending the money on a foolish project, but the money remains that of the parish.

Q6
Can the bishop sell parish property?

A
No. The bishop needs the permission of the parish priest to sell any parish property or to use parish funds for a purpose other than for the parish.

Q6
If the parish priest said no to the bishop who wanted to sell parish property, couldn’t the bishop simply sack the priest and do it anyway?

A
No. in order to remove a parish priest, the bishop has to follow a very strict procedure, part of which grants to the parish priest the right to appeal directly to the Holy Father. Every Catholic has this right, of course. Once you appeal to the Holy Father the bishop cannot appoint a new parish priest until the Holy Father grants permission. In the meantime, the parish priest retains title to the parish.
