However, the invaders sued for peace, the battle never occurred, and Martin left the army.

The Dedication of St Georges Cathedral.





This week we celebrate the dedication of our Cathedral, St Georges in South London. The anniversary of the dedication of a Cathedral is so important that it is kept as a feast in the whole of the diocese. The name ‘Cathedral’ comes from the Latin ‘Cathedra’ which means ‘Seat’, the cathedral houses the seat or throne of the bishop and is the mother church of the diocese and the bishop as successor of the Apostles is our link to the Pope and the universal church.


The first Cathedral, designed by the eminent architect Augustus Pugin was built in 1848 and opened by Bishop, later Cardinal Wiseman. In 1850 after the Restoration of the English Hierarchy. St. George's became the first Roman Catholic Cathedral in England since the time of the  Reformation. The Cathedral was Consecrated in 1894.





In 1941 during the Second World War the building was bombed and reduced to rubble. A famous photograph of a heartbroken Archbishop Amigo shows him standing in the ruins the following day. It would take seventeen years for a new cathedral to rise from the rubble. In 1958 Archbishop Cowderoy solemnly rededicated the new Cathedral.





The greatest moment in the history of our cathedral was in June 1982 when Pope John-Paul ll visited the cathedral during his historic journey to this country. A beautiful stained glass window near the Blessed Sacrament Chapel records the event.
