So, as we approach Advent and Christmas, we would like as many people as possible to participate in our musical preparations. We want to ensure that our music enhances both the liturgy and your experience of Christmas.





For Advent and Christmas we will be introducing new sung Mass settings. These are all to be found in the Parish hymn book, as follows:

Albert the Great was declared a Saint and Doctor of the Church in 1931. This was a long time after his death, for he lived in the 13th century. 





Albert was born in 1206 in Germany, where he spent his youth. After his elementary training he studied languages, mathematics and sciences at Padua in Italy one of the main academic centres of the time. It was there that he got to know Jordan of Saxony, the Master General of the Dominicans, although his family opposed him, he joined the order and was ordained a priest. 





He studied, taught and preached in Paris and Cologne, where he met St Thomas Aquinas who became his disciple and later on continued his work. 


Albert became Provincial of the German Dominicans and later he had to defended the order against several attacks. He was appointed bishop of Regensburg in 1260 but resigned voluntarily in 1262 in order to resume teaching, especially at Cologne.





Exhausted by his work and austere life he died the 15th November 1280 and is buried in the Dominican Church St. Andreas in Cologne
