St Andrew.


He was brother of Simon Peter and both were fishermen. Andrew was a disciple of St John the Baptist, who told him to go and follow Jesus. He at once recognized � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/08374c.htm" �Jesus� as the Messiah and introduced Our Lord to Peter, from then on the two brothers were disciples of Christ. He died in Greece; was originally buried in Constantinople (modern day Istanbul); but later his body was brought to Amalfi in Italy, where it remains to this day. St. Andrew is honoured as the patron saint of Scotland and Russia. Tradition says he was tied to an X shaped cross and suffered for two days before dying on the 30th November AD 60 during the persecution of the Emperor Nero. It is said when he saw the cross he exclaimed ‘O good cross, made beautiful by the body of Christ, you are welcome! Receive me and present me to my Master’

  - You will be given a set of envelopes; you simply place your weekly offertory in the envelope and place it in the collection in the normal way.





  - Your personal details are kept completely confidential and anonymous. Those counting the collection have no details as to who the donor is as the envelopes are marked only with an anonymous number.
