Our final destiny is heaven. We are called to be saints! As we journey towards heaven, we do so as the Church on pilgrimage (The Church Militant). Once we reach heaven, we experience the overwhelming joy of being numbered amongst the saints – The Church Triumphant.  If a person dies, having received forgiveness of their sins, but has not made-up for the sins which they have committed, God, in His infinite mercy, does not abandon or condemn them but invites them into the preparation room for heaven – purgatory, The Church Suffering.   





Tomorrow we remember in a particular way all the Holy Souls in Purgatory. We offer our prayers and most importantly The Holy Mass for their intentions. By doing so, we assist them in their final journey to heaven. They in turn, offer their prayers and purification up for our intentions. The Church gives us the whole month of November to remember the Holy Souls. Those who remember the Holy Souls, will never be forgotten when they need Masses and prayers said for them.





November Envelopes are now available at the back of the church. Write a list of the names of your loved ones, place the list in the envelope along with an offering, if you so wish, and hand it into the Sacristy. These names will be placed in a casket under the Altar and be remembered at every Mass during the month. For every £10 given, Holy Mass will be offered for the Holy Souls. If you would like an individual Mass celebrated for your loved ones, then please use the ordinary Mass envelopes.  The usual donation for a Mass is still £10.





A plenary indulgency for the Holy Souls may be obtained either today, tomorrow or next Sunday by visiting a church reciting the Our Father and Creed; receiving Holy Communion; going to Confession and praying for the Holy Father’s intentions. A plenary Indulgence can also be obtained by visiting a cemetery and praying for the faithful departed between today and the 8th November. A Plenary Indulgence is the total remission of the temporal punishment due to sins whose guilt has been forgiven. A plenary indulgence may be applied to the living or the dead.
