The month of October is dedicated to the Holy Rosary. 


                                    The Church encourages us all to say at least part of this great prayer daily.





Tradition tells us that the Rosary was given in the thirteenth century to Saint Dominic by Our Lady Herself, with promises of the greatest blessings for those who recite it well. The Mysteries of the Rosary are meditations on salvation, beginning with the Annunciation and ending with the crowning of Our Lady as Queen of Heaven and of Earth. The Rosary offers a simple means of drawing closer to Our Lord through the intercession of His most holy Mother Mary.





One way of beginning the Rosary is by holding the crucifix and reciting the Apostles’ Creed. By doing this we honour the Three Persons of the Holy Trinity; express our faith in: the Church, the Communion of Saints, the forgiveness of sins, the Second Coming of Christ, the general resurrection from the dead, and eternal life.





Before each decade we recite the Our Father, the prayer which Jesus taught His Apostles to pray when they asked how they should pray.  Then we recite the Hail Mary ten times. In the first part of the prayer we repeat the words of the Angel Gabriel to Mary (Luke 1:18), and those of Elizabeth to Mary at the Visitation (Luke 1:42), the prayer ends by adding the plea for Our Lady’s aid at the moment of our death.





After each decade, we honour the Three Persons of the Holy Trinity by reciting: Glory be to the Father and to the Son and to the Holy Spirit, as it was in the beginning is now and ever shall be world without end. Amen





Finally we add a prayer only added to Rosary in 1917, ‘O my Jesus, forgive us our sins, save us from the fires of Hell, lead all souls to Heaven especially those in most need of thy mercy.’ This prayer was taught to the three young children at Fatima by Our Lady herself, who asked them to say it at the end of each decade of the Rosary.





There are few more perfect prayers than the Holy Rosary. It could take a lifetime to study an entire library narrating the graces and miracles that have been obtained by its humble recitation.





The Rosary is said daily here at St Raphael’s, on  weekdays and Saturday’s before the 10am Mass and on Sunday afternoons at 4pm during exposition of the Blessed Sacrament
