Assisted Dying for the Terminally Ill Bill


If this Bill succeeds it means that a mentally competent patient with ‘unrelieved suffering’ can receive a lethal injection or medication to die at their own request.





If such legislation goes ahead it will impose a duty on doctors to carry our euthanasia and could open up a system of legalised killing that could be seriously open to abuse, as well as undermining the benefits of hospice care.
