All Saints and All Souls 


This week we celebrate the great feasts of All Saints and All Souls. We remember all those countless people who have gone before us. We pray to those who and are now with almighty God as saints in Heaven and we pray for those souls who are still in purgatory awaiting that prize.





The Church, as St Paul describes it, is a body made up of three parts, each part is dependant on the other. The first is the Church Triumphant, the saints in heaven. They have reached their goal, they are with God. They can help us by interceding on our behalf. The second is the Church Militant that is us here on earth. We are militant because we have free will, we are active and can we can choose between good and evil, right and wrong. We can also by our prayers, good deeds and sacrifices, help the third part of the Church, The Holy Souls. The Souls in Purgatory are saved. They will eventually go to heaven, but they can do nothing for themselves, they need our prayers to help them get there.





Some people ask why there is a purgatory, surely there should just be Heaven and Hell. Heaven is perfection where we are united with God, nothing imperfect can enter it. If you imagine a person who has never seen sunlight being suddenly exposed to the full glare of the mid-day sun, they would be blinded by the light and burnt by the heat. Most of us when we die are imperfect, we are hopefully saved and will go to heaven, but we need to be ‘cleaned up’. If we went straight to heaven we would be too overcome by the glory of God to be able to stand it and more importantly too unworthy of it. It would be like meeting the queen in our shabbiest clothes! Cardinal Newman in his great poem ‘The Dream of Gerontius’ describes the journey of a soul from this world. The angel leads him into God’s presence and there trembling before the glory of God and realising his own imperfections he cries out ‘Take me away and in the lowest deep, there let me be, that sooner I may rise and go above and see him in the truth of everlasting day.’





The Church sets aside the whole of the month of November for us to remember and pray for the Holy Souls in Purgatory particularly those souls who have no one to remember them.





Masses for the Holy Souls – November Envelopes





The best way we can help the Holy Souls is to remember them at Mass - the greatest prayer that we have. During November there are envelopes available at the back of the church. If you write a list of the names of your loved ones, place the list in the envelope and hand it into the Sacristy. These names will be placed in a casket under the Altar and be remembered at every mass during the month. If you would like to place an offering in the envelope for a mass, when we have £10 then a Mass will be offered for the Holy Souls. If you would like an individual Mass celebrated for your loved ones, then please use the ordinary Mass envelopes. The usual donation for a mass is still £10.





A plenary indulgency for the Holy Souls can be obtained either today; next Sunday; All Saints Day or on All Souls Day by visiting a church reciting the Our Father and Creed; receiving Holy Communion; going to Confession and praying for the Holy Father’s intentions. A plenary Indulgence can also be obtained by visiting a cemetery between the 1st – 8th November.
