This week the Church celebrates the feasts of two great English Saints, Edward the Confessor & Wilfred.





Edward the Confessor was born in Oxfordshire in 1003 and became king of England in 1040 after spending twenty years in exile. He was a man noted for his simplicity, gentleness and kindness. He cared so little for money, that on three occasions when he found his servants had robbed him, he let them go saying they needed the money more than he did. He loved to stand at the gate of his palace and talk to beggars and all those who came to him in need and many years after his death people talked of the ‘Laws and customs of good King Edward’ In fulfilment of a vow he built Westminster Abbey, a project which took up the last sixteen years of his life. It was his greatest work and he spent a tenth of his income on the building. He fell ill as it was being completed and on his death bed he provided for the vestments and sacred vessels that were to be used in the Church. He died on the 5th January 1066 a week after the Consecration of the Abbey.





St Wilfred was born in 634 and became a monk at Lindisfarne in Northumbria. He later became Abbot of Ripon, then in 664 Bishop of Lindisfarne and eventually Archbishop of York. At this time the Church had two distinct traditions. Most of the church followed the calendar and practices that came from the Pope and Rome, others, although still Catholics followed those that had originated from the St Coloumba and the Celtics. This led to friction and dispute in this country and eventually King Osway decided in 664 to hold a meeting at Whitby in Yorkshire to decide once and for all which tradition the people of England should follow. Wilfred, who supported Rome and the Pope concluded his speech with the quotation from Our Lord to St Peter ‘I will give you the keys of the kingdom of Heaven…’ The King turning to the Celtic party asked if they could show that they had the same authority as was given to the Pope. When they answered that they did not the King said ‘Then he is the door keeper that I will obey, in case when I come to the gates of Heaven he will not open them for me’
