Diana & Pat’s 20 mile Walk

Today is the anniversary of the death of Pope Pius Xll who was Pope from 1939 to 1958.





Before he became Pope he helped draft the papal encyclical, ‘� HYPERLINK "http://piusxii.hismercy.ca/mitbrennendersorge.html" �Mit Brennednder Surge’�, in which his predecessor denounced Nazi paganism and racism; the document was smuggled into Germany in March 1937 and read from all Catholic pulpits, which infuriated the Nazis.





It is documented by Jewish scholars that Pius XII used the assets of the Vatican to ransom Jews from the Nazis and that the Vatican ran a network of hide-outs. Even the Pope's summer residence was used to hide Jews. The Pope also took personal responsibility for the children of deported Jews.





Largely as a result of his � HYPERLINK "http://piusxii.hismercy.ca/actions.html" �efforts�, the Jews in � HYPERLINK "http://piusxii.hismercy.ca/italian_military.html" �Italy� had a far higher survival rate than was the case in other countries; estimates of the number of Jews saved by the Vatican's efforts range up to several hundred thousand. 





In appreciation of what Pius did for the Jews, the World Jewish Congress made a large cash gift to the Vatican in 1945; in the same year, Rabbi Herzog of Jerusalem sent a Special Blessing to the Pope, "For his lifesaving efforts on behalf of the Jews during the Nazi occupation of Italy". When Pius died in 1958, Israel's Foreign Minister, Golda Meir, gave a moving eulogy to the United Nations.





The Israeli consul, Pinchas Lapide, in his book, ‘Three Popes and the Jews’ states that according to his research, the Church under Pius XII was instrumental in saving 860,000 Jews from Nazi death camps. Could Pius have saved more lives by speaking out more forcefully? According to Lapide, the concentration camp prisoners did not want Pius to speak out openly. As one jurist from the Nuremberg Trials said in New York  in 1964, "Any words of Pius XII, directed against a madman like Hitler, would have brought on an even worse catastrophe and accelerated the massacre of Jews and priests.” The Jewish historian Jenoe Levai in his book, The Church did not Keep Silent’, states that everyone, including himself, could have done more. If we condemn Pius, then justice would demand condemning everyone else. He concludes by quoting from the Talmud that "Whosoever preserves one life, it is accounted to him by Scripture as if he had preserved a whole world; " With this he claims that Pius XII deserves a memorial forest of 860,000 trees in the Judean hills.





The New York Times stated on Christmas Day 1941 "The voice of Plus Xll is a lonely voice in the silence and darkness enveloping Europe this Christmas... he is about the only ruler left on the Continent of Europe who dares to raise his voice at all... the Pope put himself squarely against Hitlerism... he left no doubt that the Nazi aims are also irreconcilable with his own conception of a Christian peace." A year later on December 25, 1942 the paper again praised the Pope "This Christmas more than ever he is a lonely voice crying out of the silence of a continent... Pope Pius expresses as passionately as any leader on our side the war aims of the struggle for freedom when he says that those who aim at building a new world must fight for free choice of government and religious order. They must refuse that the state should make of individuals a herd of whom the state disposes as if they were lifeless things." � HYPERLINK "http://piusxii.hismercy.ca/Christmas_%20editorials.html" �Both editorials� recognize and highly praise Pius' words against Hitler and totalitarianism.





Under constant surveillance and threats from the Nazis when they occupied Rome, his statements were seized and destroyed by the Gestapo. As for his influence with loyal Roman Catholics, he had already spelt out precisely and forthrightly what his views and those of the Church were. No loyal Catholic could have been in any doubt at the time what the � HYPERLINK "http://piusxii.hismercy.ca/popejohnpaulspeech.html" �Church’s views� on Nazism and racism were. The fact that some bad Catholics allowed themselves to become involved with the Nazi terror cannot be blamed on � HYPERLINK "http://piusxii.hismercy.ca/xpersonal.html" �Pius XII�. He plainly repudiated the perverted doctrines of the Nazis and Mussolini (which had been condemned in the encyclical Non Abbiamo Bisogno  "we have no need" i.e. of Fascist doctrines).





The greatest testimony of what the Pope did for the Jewish People during the war must be the fact that after the war, the Chief Rabbi of Rome, who knew more than anyone what had happened to the Jewish People, left the Jewish faith, � HYPERLINK "http://piusxii.hismercy.ca/rabbizolli.html" �converted� to Catholicism and took as his baptismal name Eugenio, which was the Popes own name.
