After St. Faustina was canonised, our Holy Father Pope John Paul II decreed that the Sunday after Easter could be known as Divine Mercy Sunday. Our Holy Father imparts a plenary indulgence to all the faithful who, in addition to the usual conditions (Sacramental Confession, Holy Communion & prayers for the Pope’s intentions), detached from the affection for sin, take part in the prayers and devotions held in honour of Divine Mercy. For those unable to attend owing to illness, frailty or necessary work for the community, it suffices that they pray the Our Father and the Creed before an image of Our Merciful Lord and in addition pray a devout invocation (e.g. Jesus I Trust in Thee). As well as detesting sin and being detached from the affection for sin, they must have the intention of fulfilling the usual conditions as soon as it is physically and or morally possible.





A plenary indulgence is the total remission of all the temporal punishment due to sin. Usually, a soul that dies in the state of grace but who has not made up for their sins, must go through the purifying fires of purgatory. A plenary indulgence assists a soul into heaven. As such, an indulgence can be applied to either the living or the dead.

Following Fr Vincent’s meeting with the Council regarding Parking along the Portsmouth Road, there will be a parish meeting tomorrow, Monday 12th September at 7.30pm in Alexander House with various members of the Council. 





The council has come up with three proposals.





Option 1


No parking on either side of the Portsmouth Road on any day from 7.00am – 7.00pm 


Blue Badge Disabled Drivers would be able to park on the church side of the road at any time.


This it appears is the Council’s preferred option.





Option 2


No parking at any time along the Portsmouth Road.


Blue Badge Disabled Drivers would be able to park on the church side of the road at any time. 


The Council believe this option is unnecessarily restrictive 


and therefore do not wish to implement it. 





Option 3


No Parking at any time on the river side of the 


Portsmouth Road. 


No Parking on the Church side of Portsmouth Road 


Monday – Saturday 8.00am – 6.30pm. 


Parking would be allowed on Sundays on the church side 


of the road. 


The council believe this would be our preferred option but think it will lead to a shortage of spaces for Blue Badge Disabled Drivers as other cars, which can no longer park on other parts of the Portsmouth Road, will be competing for these spaces.





The council have no plans at present to change the parking restrictions along Riverside Close but they believe that all of the above options will increase Sunday Parking in this road.

While the members will not be the only people taking up leadership roles in the parish, they should assist the priest in identifying the gifts present in the priesthood of all believers, so that new ways of proclaiming the Good News and sanctifying the World might be found. They should always be eager to help their brothers and sisters to deepen their faith and feel integrated into the parish family. The Parish Council is not a talking-shop but a body geared for action.





Members must profess (& live) the Catholic Faith in its harmonic wholeness as defined by the Magisterium, be in communion with the diocesan bishop, the Supreme Pontiff and those in communion with him. Members are freely appointed and removed, for a just reason, by the parish priest.
