St Matthew was a Jew who worked for the Romans, collecting taxes from other Jews. Though the Romans probably did not condone extortion or corruption, they tended to turn a blind eye to what their Tax Collectors did. The Jews hated the tax collectors treating them as the corrupt collaborators, traitors, who were to be condemned as sinners! So, it was shocking to the Jews when Jesus called such a man as Matthew to be one of his Apostles. 





On one occasion Matthew held a party at his house to which Jesus was invited. The Gospel tells us that "many" tax collectors and "those known as sinners" came to the dinner. The Pharisees were shocked! Jesus, acclaimed as a great teacher, was associating with such immoral people?  "Those who are well do not need a physician, but the sick do. Go and learn the meaning of the words, 'I desire mercy, not sacrifice.' I did not come to call the righteous but sinners", Jesus instructed (Matthew 9:12b-13). 





It is not always the obvious ones whom Jesus calls for mission. Matthew was called while still a sinner; it was only through his contact with the God-Man, that Matthew heard the call to follow and the deeper call to conversion: "And he got up and followed him". (Matthew 9:9b).





We imagine Matthew, together with the other Apostles, going to the mountain to meet the risen Lord: 'All power in heaven and on earth has been given to me. Go, therefore, and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that I have commanded you. And behold, I am with you always, until the end of the age'" (Matthew 28:17-20). 





Matthew would never forget that day. He proclaimed the Good News by his life and by writing one of the Gospels. Our faith rests upon his witness and that of his fellow apostles. May we never allow our weaknesses stop us from hearing the call of Christ Our Lord.

Blessed William Way. 


In Kingston on the 23rd September 1588, a young priest, William Way, was hung drawn and quartered for the Catholic Faith.  William, born in the West Country, trained for the priesthood secretly abroad together with other young men. He was ordained at Laon in France on the 18th September 1586. On the 9th December of that year, William returned to England were he began his priestly ministry. In the June of the following year, he was arrested and imprisoned in the Clink Prison in London. In September 1587 he was tried at Newgate by the Bishop of London, whom William refused to acknowledge as a bishop, and found guilty of being a Catholic Priest.
