After St. Faustina was canonised, our Holy Father Pope John Paul II decreed that the Sunday after Easter could be known as Divine Mercy Sunday. Our Holy Father imparts a plenary indulgence to all the faithful who, in addition to the usual conditions (Sacramental Confession, Holy Communion & prayers for the Pope’s intentions), detached from the affection for sin, take part in the prayers and devotions held in honour of Divine Mercy. For those unable to attend owing to illness, frailty or necessary work for the community, it suffices that they pray the Our Father and the Creed before an image of Our Merciful Lord and in addition pray a devout invocation (e.g. Jesus I Trust in Thee). As well as detesting sin and being detached from the affection for sin, they must have the intention of fulfilling the usual conditions as soon as it is physically and or morally possible.





A plenary indulgence is the total remission of all the temporal punishment due to sin. Usually, a soul that dies in the state of grace but who has not made up for their sins, must go through the purifying fires of purgatory. A plenary indulgence assists a soul into heaven. As such, an indulgence can be applied to either the living or the dead.

The name Raphael means ‘God has                                                                                                                    healed’ and St Raphael has often been venerated, especially in the east as a great healer. He is mentioned in the Old Testament book of Tobit. Here he acts as a guide for the young Tobias on his trip to Media. On his return he cures Tobias’ father, of his blindness and then reveals his

Our Church was built by Alexander Raphael in 1848, in fulfilment of a vow he made to Our Blessed Lady.  He was MP for St. Albans; and the  first Roman Catholic to be elected Sheriff of London since the reformation, and a Bailiff of Kingston.





Following the French Revolution of 1848, King Louis Philippe


together with his family settled at nearby Claremont House in Esher. Four of their Royal Weddings took place in the Church between 1863 – 1899, one of which was attended by  the then Prince of Wales, later Edward VII, together with his brother Arthur, Duke of Connaught, they acted as official witnesses to the marriage and their signatures can be seen in the Church’s marriage register.





Later the church became the property of the Dukes of Mexborough and following the Second World War it was sold to the Diocese and became the Parish Church for Surbiton.





The Church, now a grade II* listed  building, is of local and national architectural interest and is regarded as one of the finest examples of Victorian Italianate architecture in the country.





Alexander died in November 1850, soon after the church was completed and is buried along with other members of family in the crypt under the High Altar. Also buried there is Fr Ainsworth the1st Parish Priest and Canon Grady, Parish Priest from 1955 – 1986.





Alexander was a man of great faith and we thank God for his great generosity which has left us with our beautiful church today, and pray for the repose of his soul.

Gift Aid - What if I'm a higher rate taxpayer?





St Raphael’s can only directly claim back at the basic rate but please complete a Gift Aid declaration anyway.





If you are a higher rate taxpayer, you can declare your donations on your tax return and claim a rebate based on the difference between the higher rate and the basic rate when you fill in your self-assessment form.





From April 2004 the self-assessment form covering returns for 2003/04 allows you to nominate a charity to receive any rebate that you are due. The Inland Revenue will pass the repayment directly to the charity. So please consider this simple way to add even more to your Sunday collection.





For example, if a higher rate taxpayer makes donations totalling £100 over a year, on top of the £28 that St Raphael’s claims back directly, you can reclaim as much as 


£23 from the taxman.
