On Monday we celebrate the feast of our Patron St. Raphael; one of the three Archangels


mentioned in sacred scripture along with Michael and Gabriel, whose feast day Raphael shares. 





The name Raphael means ‘God heals’ and St. Raphael has often been venerated, especially 


in the East, as a great healer. Mentioned in the Old Testament, book of Tobit, Raphael acts


as a guide for the young Tobias on his trip to Media. On his return he instructs Tobias’ on how to cure Tobit, his father, of his blindness. Only then does he reveal his true identity: I am Raphael,


one of the seven angels who stands ever ready to enter the presence of the glory of the Lord. 





Raphael’s healing ministry is not limited to illness and injury; it also protects travellers and defends people from the attacks of demons who inflict physical, mental and emotional injury.





St. Michael (who is like unto God) is that great prince who fought Satan and the evil angels and cast them out of Heaven. He continues to defend God’s sons and daughters from evil.





St. Gabriel (strength of God) announced to Zechariah the forthcoming birth of John the Baptist. His most important work was the annunciation to Our Blessed Lady when he revealed that she was to be the Mother of God.
